It was a 

difficult announcement to 

make. We have loved living 

and ministering among the 

people of St Mary Magdalen 

and the wider community who 

have shown all of us a huge

The Lee Abbey Community at Lynton in Devon  

we are moving to and what we 

will do there and secondly there 

are clearly questions about 

what will happen to Sheet next. 

Let me try to answer both 

those questions, beginning with 

the second. 

What next for Sheet? 

My last Sunday at St Mary 

Magdalen will be May 8th. 

From that point the Parish 

enters a Vacancy. It is only 

after my departure that the 

process of seeking a new Vicar 

can properly begin. Many of 

you will know that the number 

of clergy available to be 

deployed within the Church of 

England is declining and so our 

deanery (a grouping of fifteen 

parishes around Petersfield) is 

having to work out how to cut 

the number of paid clergy we 

have from nine down to seven 

in the next three years or so. 

This is clearly likely to raise 

some concern for people in 

Sheet. However, the Deanery 

Plan which is about to be 

offered to the Bishop advising 

him how we plan to respond to 

this continues to recommend a 

full time Vicar in Sheet. The 

Deanery Pastoral Committee 

will meet after my departure to 

make a specific recommenda-

tion to Bishop Christopher 

regarding the appointment of a 

new Vicar. 

In the meantime life and 

ministry in the church will 

continue. We are well set to 

handle a vacancy with a lot of 

active and gifted lay people 

and, in Mick, Doug, Felicity, 

Anderson and Linda some 

excellent clergy and lay reader 

ministry. They will cover most 

of the services between them, 

but there will also be an 

opportunity to have some guest 

clergy to help preside at 

Communion Services and to
