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June is traditionally the 

barbeque season.

about it. The very informality 
of the occasion helps create an 

atmosphere of fun and 

relaxation (for the guests at 

least!) 

Being outdoors also means 

(for most of us!) that more 

people at a time are able to 

enjoy the company of others. 
People often bring a contribu-

tion of a salad or pudding, and 

the sharing of food and 

company enhances our sense 

of community, our acknowl-

edgement that we need each 

other. The saying of ñGraceò 

before we eat is an acknowl-

edgment that we need God 

too. A grace which is often 

used nowadays is ñFor fun and 
food and fellowship, we thank 

 A letter from...Judith 

you Lord.ò  Eating and 

meeting and fun go together. 

Eating together helps to 

cement community. Itôs no 

coincidence that the mile-

stones of life,   weddings, 

baptisms, birthdays, even 

funerals, usually include a 

communal meal of some kind. 
The shared food symbolises 

shared community and shared 

friendships. 

Shared food and having fun 

together was a significant part 

of what Jesus and his disciples 

did. From the story of the 

wedding at Cana and the 
feeding of the five thousand to 

the meal with Simon the 

Pharisee and the breakfast on 

the beach after the Resurrec-

tion, meals together developed 

relationships and cemented 

community. 

Hospitality in Bible times 

and lands, and in the Middle 

East today, is a matter of 

honour.  Not to offer hospital-

ity to visitors would be to lose 

face; not to accept it would be 
interpreted as an insult to the 

host. When we visited Pales-

tine a few years ago, every-

where we stopped we were 

offered food and refreshments, 

even at the gift shops!  In our 

own culture, the tradition of 

putting the kettle on when 

someone comes to see us is 

deeply embedded. 

The central act of   Christian 

worship, of course, also 

centres round a meal. It is a 

time when the church gathers 

round the table to share the 

supper of the Lord, the 

Eucharist, with Jesus as the 

Host. (The layout of many 

churches with the altar at the 
far end - including Buriton! - 

is often unhelpful in underlin-

ing the symbolism of this.) 

Our gathering together 

expresses our understanding 

that we meet before God not 

as individuals but as his 

community. Weôre not there 

on our own but as part of his 

selection process.

Although we are based in the 

centre of town, many Peters-

field residents may not have 

come across us, maybe that's 

because we keep our address 

slightly secret so as not to have 

people just turning up unex-

pectedly, this is important to us 

as it allows people to feel 

secure within our group. It's 

this security and comfort that 

enables people to feel relaxed  

Participants' are encouraged 

to explore their creativity in a 

non-judgmental, safe, welcom-

ing environment. We fill a gap 

between adult education and 

colleges that people would 

otherwise not feel able to 

attend due to their vulnerabil-

ity.  

We are not art 'therapists' but 

use the art itself as a catalyst 

for enabling healing to begin to 

take place, all our arts workers 

come from a range of different 
arts backgrounds as well as 

formal arts-training and as 

such have a valuable and 

varied wealth of working in 

different medias to bring to the 

participants.  

Last year we showed at the 

Flora Twort Gallery here in the 

town and opened this year with 

a show at the Pallant house 

Gallery in Chichester. Exhibit-

ing helps to reduce the stigma 

that is associated with mental 

health and addiction issues and 

we feel this is a fantastic way 
to help break down the 

barriers.

Caroline Gray  
Caroline and husband Peter 

came to li ve in Buriton twelve 

years ago, and Peter has  

become well known for his 

skills as head chef at the Master 

Robert and also, for a  

while, at the Five Bells. But 

Caroline's first contact with St 

Mary's came a few years  

later, after the birth of their 

children, Amber, now nine, and 

Sebastian, now six. She and a 

fri end in the village, who also 

had two young children, started 

to bring them to our monthly 

Family Service. No-one at that 

time - except God of course - 

could have foreseen how 

blessed we were to be by her 

arrival with us.  

This wasn't, however, the 

start of her faith journey. Her 

parents were older folk - her  

mother was forty-one when 

Caroline was born - and having 

already had three children  

christened they somehow did 

not get around to doing the 

same for her. But when she  

was nine years old she and a 

young friend started to attend 

the local church and she sang  

in the choir, which she loved. 

After three years she was bap-

tised, and confirmed a week  

later. As she grew older her 

regular church-going ceased but 

she retained her belief in  

God, continued to pray and to 

seek to model her life on Chris-

tian principles.  

When you meet Caroline you 

are at once aware of her warm 

personality and her eager, posi-

tive attitude to life. So it is no 

surprise to learn that she started 

her adult career by working her 

way round the world. She says 

she particularly enjoyed living 

in Australia, where she worked 

in Queensland and in Sydney. 

She liked the balance she felt 

they have in their work ethic, 

with leisure activiti es given 

equal importance, resulting in a 

less pressurised lifestyle than 

we often have here. Back in 

England she worked as Func-

tions Manager in a few hotels, a 

job which involved the training 

of staff. This was followed by 

ten years as Recruitment Con-

sultant for hotels across the 

UK, which again demanded 

teaching skills as well as effi-

cient administration.  

At this point in our conversa-

tion she laughed happily and 

said óI think God was trying to  

tell me something!ô For when 

the current recession set in her 

role was made redundant  

and she applied, without much 

hope of success, for the post of 

Play Coach and teaching  

assistant at St Matthewôs C of E 

Primary school at Blackmoor. 

She explained to the head 

teacher at her interview that she 

did not have any formal qualifi-

cations or experience, but the 

reply was that on the contrary 

her life up to that point seemed 

to have qualified her pretty 

well! She remains very grateful 

for being given this opportu-

nity, because - well, what 

would you expect? - she loves 

it. And Peter is able to collect 

Amber and Sebastian from our 

school here in Buriton and to be 

with them until she gets home.  

Of course being at St Mat-

thewôs has also meant that 

Caroline already knew our Rec-

tor, Will Hughes, before he 

arrived here, and that she was 

one of the first lay people in the 

diocese to meet Bishop Christo-

pher, who was at the school in 

the morning of his first intro-

ductory visit to the diocese.  

It will be obvious that Caro-

line is not exactly idle with a 

demanding job and two chil-

dren. However, when she saw a 

plea in the Parish Magazine for 

more administrative help at St 

Mary's she says she felt called 

to respond. So as the label on 

the front page of this magazine 

relates, she is now our Parish 

Secretary. Her duties include 

making the Sunday rotas, a 

tricky assignment trying to 

juggle everyone's preferences 

and available Sundays, and 

keeping the church diary with 

all its services and bookings. 

Recently she has added the 

keeping of the Electoral Roll, 

not a light task at St Mary's, as 

we have a large number of 

weddings because of having the 

Manor Barn next door as a 

beautiful place for receptions.

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In 2009 Olivia Tottle, 

Chairman of the Outreach 

Committee at St Mary 

Magdalen, saw a local T.V 

broadcast about the Trussell 

Trust (www.trusselltrust.org)

which works to empower local 

communities to combat 

poverty and exclusion in the 

U.K and Bulgaria; working 

with people that society 
forgets. She realised that this 

could be a ñhidden needò in 
Petersfield. At the APCM in the 

same year, Jenny Parkes spoke 
of her concern about local 

families struggling with debt 
problems. Following this up, 

Olivia felt that meeting basic 
needs by giving food and 

toiletries could be addressed. 

The Salvation Army already 

collected items for distribution 
to needy families and it was 

decided that St Mary Magdalen 
could support this scheme. To 

this end a collection box is 
placed at the back of the church 

for donations of food and 

toiletries.* 

Within a month several other 

churches  w i th in  PACT 
(www.pact.org.uk )  were 

following suit and the óFood 
Bankô at the Salvation Army 

was developing. Later on in the 
same year concern was ex-

pressed that the project might 
soon become too large for one 

person and storage could 

become a problem. 

By August 2010 it was agreed 
that with the help and support of 

the Social Concerns Group, 
Brian Edwards, as the Salvation 

Army representative, would 
manage the coordination of 

food storage and distribution at 
the Salvation Army Hall. 

Letters of Authorisation have 
been regularised to give to the 

C.A.B., local Church Ministers/ 
Leaders and other outlets and a 

register of distribution is kept.

identified a need for a small 
fund to purchase immediate 

fresh supplies such as milk and 
bread to be taken to people who 

call on the service of The 
Salvation Army. Cash donations 

for this purpose are therefore 
also welcomed and accounted 

for by Brian and the PACT 

Treasurer.

At the last meeting of the 

Social Concerns Group, Brian 
reported that the demand for 

food had now increased with 
twenty-five issues in two 

months, helping forty-nine 
adults and forty-one children. 

Sure Start made the most issues
(11) followed by Radian (4) 

Drum and Home Start (2 each) 
and Tree Tops childrenôs centre 

and Salvation Army (1 each). 
Social Services had not re-

sponded. There would be a 
maximum of two issues per 

family because this was an 

emergency help scheme.
